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Overview

The Chinese economy retained the momentum of stable and rapid development in 2006.
The Chinese government encourages and supports enterprises of various proprietorships with
comparative advantages to invest abroad, actively facilitates the procedure of outbound investment,
and continuously strengthens the efforts in improving and enhancing its system of services to
those enterprises. As the Chinese enterprises progressively participated in international competition,
the pace of their merging into the global economy further speeded up, and made the year of 2006
witness the trend of fast development of China’s outward FDI.

China’s outward FDI net flows (hereinafter referred to as “outflows”) in 2006 reached US$21.
16 billion, among which US$ 5.17 billion was incremental equity investment, UD$6.65 billion
was current profits reinvestment and US$ 9.34 billion was other kinds of investment, accounting

for 24.4%, 31.4% and 44.2% of total respectively.

By the end of 2006, more than 5,000 domestic Chinese investment entities had established
nearly 10,000 overseas direct invested enterprises in 172 countries (regions) around the world.
The accumulated outward FDI stock volume (hereinafter referred to as “stock’) stood at US$ 90.
63 billion, among which non-finance FDI reached US$ 75.02 billion, accounting for 82.8%. The
stock broke down as follows: US$ 37.24 billion of equity investment, US$ 33.68 billion of profits
reinvestment and US$ 19.71 billion of other kinds of investment, accounting for 41.1%, 37.2%

and 21.7% respectively.

The outflows of finance outward FDI reached US$ 3.53 billion in 2006, among which the
banking industry invested US$ 2.508 billion, accounting for 71%. By the end of 2006, the
accumulated stock of finance outward FDI stood at US$ 15.61 billion, among which US$ 12.336
billion was of banking industry and US$ 776 million was of insurance industry, accounting for
79% and 5% respectively. By the end of 2006, the Chinese state owned commercial banks had
established 47 branch offices, 31 affiliated institutions and 12 representative offices in 19 countries
(regions) including the United States, Japan and Britain, etc, hiring more than 20,000 local staff.

By the end of 2006, China had established 12 financial institutions in insurance industry abroad.
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The non-finance outward FDI reached US$ 17.63 billion in 2006, marking an increase of
43.8% year-on-year. The overseas invested enterprises realized sales turnover of US$ 274.6
billion, registered total tax payment of US$ 2.82 billion abroad, accommodated 630,000
employees (including 268,000 foreign local staff), and imported and exported US$ 92.5 billion

of goods and services for their domestic investing entities.

According to the UNCTAD World Investment Report 2006, the world’s FDI outflows
reached US$ 778.7 billion and the stock volume of FDI amounted to US$ 10671.9 billion in
2005. Calculated with this as the base period, China’s FDI outflow and stock constituted 2.72%
and 0.85% of the world’s total respectively in 2006, ranking China 13th in the world’s total FDI

outflow among all countries (regions).
