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Overview of China’s Qutward FDI in 2011 = I

1. China’s outward FDI net flows (hereinafter referred to as “outflows”) in 2011 reached US$74.65
billion, increasing by 8.5% compared to the last year. Among the outflows, US$31.38 billion was incremental
equity investment, US$24.46 billion was reinvested earnings and US$18.81 billion was other investment,

accounting for 42%, 32.8%and 25.2% of total respectively.

By the end of 2011, more than 13,500 domestic investing entities had established about 18,000 overseas
enterprises, spreading in 177 countries (regions) globally. The accumulated outward FDI net stock volume
(hereinafter referred to as “stock”) stood at US$424.78 billion. Among the stock, US$141.84 billion was
equity investment, US$170.65 billion was reinvested earnings and US$112.29 billion was other investment,

accounting for 33.4%, 40.2% and 26.4% of total respectively. The total assets of foreign affiliates close to

The World Investment Report 2012 by UNCTAD showed that, global FDI outflows reached US$1.69
trillion in 2011 with $21.17 trillion of stock by the end of 2011. Based on the above report, China’s outward
FDI flows and stock in 2011 took global shares of 4.4% and 2%. China ranked 6th among all economies in

terms of outward FDI flows and 13th in terms of stock.

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2. The outflows of financial FDI reached US$6.07 billion in 2011, among which US$3.4 billion
belongs to the banking sector, taking up 56%. By the end of 2011, the financial outward FDI stock stood at
US$67.39 billion, among which US$53.96 billion belongs to the banking sector, US$1.14 billion belongs to
the insurance sector, US$3.52 billion belongs to the securities sector and US$8.77 billion belongs to other
financial sectors, taking up 80.1%, 1.7%, 5.2% and 13% of total respectively. By the end of 2011, the Chinese
state-owned commercial banks had established 62 branch offices, 32 affiliated institutions in 32 countries
(regions) including United States, Japan and United Kingdom. These overseas affiliates have employed 33

thousand workers, including 32 thousand foreign employees.

3. The non-financial outward FDI flows reached US$68.58 billion in 2011, marking an increase of 14%
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compared to the last year. The sales of foreign affiliates increased 47.1% to US$1044.8 billion. Total exports

and imports of foreign affiliates amounted to US$184.5 billion as of 2011.

4. By the end of 2011, the foreign affiliates have employed 1220 thousand workers, of which 888

thousand are foreign workers.
